The Navy operates 24/7 in our waters, supported 
by surveillance and sense-making hubs ashore, 
while working closely with other maritime 
agencies and navies to ensure our seas are  
safe and secure for all.

In peacetime, the Navy hones our 
warfighting capabilities. We are always 
ready to respond to the call of duty and 
work with friends and partners to protect 
the seas, which are global commons. 

Should deterrence and diplomacy fail, the 
Navy will secure a swift and decisive victory 
for Singapore against any aggressor at sea.

MARITIME SECURITY TASK FORCE

Its fibreglass hull lowers its magnetic 
and acoustic signature to reduce the 
risk of triggering mines, and its high 
manoeuvrability lets it turn 360° on  
its axis, making it the perfect hunter  
and destroyer of mines.

Designed and built locally, this vessel’s 
modularity makes it configurable for 
multiple missions. Its advanced  
combat capabilities, systems and 
improved automation make it  
mission-ready with a leaner crew.

The 180 Squadron  comprises 
the Accompanying Sea Security 
Teams, which conduct compliant 
ship boarding checks on merchant 
ships to ensure the safety and 
security of Singapore’s waters. 

Naval Divers in this unit raise,
train and sustain  specialised
craft that support operations
such as maritime counter-
terrorism operations.

From counter-terrorism to 
 ship-boarding operations, 
Naval Divers in this unit  
conduct complex special  
operations  across sea,  
air and land.

The actual starting salary will vary based on holistic assessment  
of the candidate’s qualities, educational qualifications, completion of full-time National Service, 
relevant work experience, and military performance against the requirements of the job.

 BENEFITS AND BONUSES

1. CAREER UNTIL AGE 55 ON FULL CPF TERMS

In accordance with the prevailing national CPF contributions rates, both 
your employer and employee contributions will be directed to your CPF 
accounts.

2. CAREER AND RETIREMENT ENDOWMENT (CARE) AND  
  NAVAL DIVER CARE ACCOUNTS

Monthly contributions will be made into your CARE account (up to 15% of 
gross salary). Receive lump sum CARE contributions at ages 40 and 45 for 
divers who have attained 3WO rank.

3. PREMIUM BONUS

Up to 28 months of premium bonus in total, paid at four points in your 
career:
• Age 26 – up to 6 months’ bonus
• Age 29 – up to 6 months’ bonus
• Age 32 – up to 8 months’ bonus
• Age 35 – up to 8 months’ bonus

5. FLEXIBLE BENEFITS

An annual lump sum allowance will be disbursed to you so that you have the 
flexibility in using the money as and when you need it.
• Up to 10 years of service – $800 per year
• More than 10 years of service – $1,000 per year
