• Maximum of 3 courses per applicant. 
• Apply for at least one course. 
• No duplicate course and ITE College combination. 
• Note: Same course offered at different ITE Colleges are considered 

separate choices. 
• If same course is applied across two or more ITE Colleges, the interview 

will only be conducted by one College. 
• Prepare write ups of up to around 100 words on why you are interested 

in the courses, including relevant skills / activities / experiences / portfolios. 
 

Interview Stage 

Shortlisted applicants are required to 
attend an interview and/or aptitude 
test as part of the selection process.  

Mon 16 Jun – Tue 22 Jul 2025 

EAE selection for shortlisted applicants may be conducted on-campus, or via 
electronic means such as online interviews and portfolio submissions over 
email, depending on the course.  Applicants are required to present: 
• Portfolio of related projects; 
• Documentation of participation in MOE Electives, Advanced Electives & 

Applied Subjects; and/or 
• Documentation of participation in related work attachments, 

community/volunteer work, school/personal activities & projects, CCAs and 
competitions.

the release of GCE examination results.

Applicants who accepted ITE EAE offers 
and meet the Minimum Entry 
Requirements (MERs) when the GCE 
N/O-level examination results are 
released, their conditional offers will be 
automatically confirmed.  
Applicants who do not meet the MERs 
will have their conditional offers revoked.

Applicants with confirmed offer would 
be informed of enrolment instructions 
in Dec 2025 (for N-level) and Jan
